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Community Pride Cleanup Supply Trailer 
in Big Demand! 
In October 2008, Montgomery County Solid Waste District (MCSWD) completed the customization 
of the Community Pride Cleanup Supply Trailer which was purchased with the help of the Ohio     
Department of Natural Resources Community Development Grant. The supply trailer provides     
support to groups in Montgomery County interested in going beyond the typical litter cleanup event.  
We are proud to announce that so far in 2009, the Community Pride Cleanup Supply Trailer has 
been used for 17 cleanup/beautification projects and is scheduled to go out one more time this year.  
Groups that have used the Community Pride Cleanup Supply Trailer have collected 64,906 pounds 
of trash and 271 tires.  These groups have also mowed 38 vacant lots, cleaned up 6 illegal dump 
sites, painted 4 houses, cleared areas for hiking paths and picnic areas and mulched.

 Recycling Programs 
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Montgomery County Solid Waste District (SWD) provides free recycling 
drop-offs for Montgomery County residents.  The following items can be 
dropped off at either transfer station daily:

at no charge the last Wednesday of every month at the South Facility 
only. 
 

Household Hazardous Waste Drop-off 
Montgomery County residents can drop off their household hazardous 
waste every Saturday at 1001 Encrete Lane, 8:00 am - 2:00 pm and 
every Tuesday at 6589 Old Webster Street, 8:00 am - 2:00 pm. We   
accept all vehicle fluids, batteries, fertilizers/pesticides, fire extinguish-
ers, fluorescent bulbs, gas/propane tanks, household cleaners, mineral 
spirits, thinners/strippers, varnish/stains, mercury and pool chemicals.  
We will also    accept latex and oil-based paint, however paint is not   
actually hazardous waste.  Paint that is dried can be disposed of in your 
trash.  Commercial drying agents are available at various stores but kitty 
litter or sand added to the paint and dried can also be thrown in the 
trash.  Paint disposal is extremely expensive and accounts for over half 
of approximately $214,000 that Montgomery County Solid Waste District 
spent in 2008 to recycle household hazardous waste. 
 

Appliances 
Twice a year Montgomery County residents can drop off large household 
appliances at no charge. 
 

Freon Containing Items 
Freon will be removed at no charge for up to five items per year per  
residence.  
 

Container Loan Program 
If you would like to recycle at your organization’s next event, we can 
help.  We have a supply of recycling containers available for loan to any      
organization sponsoring an event in Montgomery County.  These      
containers are designed specifically for event recycling and are highly 
visible and recognizable as recycling containers.  (Your organization is 
responsible for collecting & recycling the material.) 
Tires 
Montgomery County SWD accepts up to 10 tires per year free per     
residence.  Farm tires are accepted free twice per year.

Education Programs 

Program Specialists are avail-
able to speak with students at 
all Montgomery County 
schools regarding litter and the 
three R’s;  reduce, reuse and 
recycle.  Mascot appearances 
and story-telling make learning 
fun for students of all ages. 

Educator workshops are held 
throughout the year and are 
available to all Montgomery 
County teachers. 

Also available is our on-line 
library.  Over 600 items are 
available to borrow for use in 
classrooms.  Materials include 
videos, books and curriculum 
guides all relating to environ-
mental issues. 

Free Waste Assessments 

Our Program Specialist will review your 
waste disposal practices.  We can work with 
your waste hauler to provide suggestions to 
reduce, reuse and recycle your waste which 
could save you money and reduce the 
amount of waste taken to landfills. 

Litter Programs 

Groups that want to “Adopt-An-Area” can do 
so through our program.  We will provide 
free cleanup supplies and a sign designating 
your adopted area.  Participants are         
required to complete two cleanups per year 
and provide a cleanup report. 

Groups can also borrow the Community 
Pride Cleanup Supply Trailer which contains 
all the tools and equipment needed to do a 
larger cleanup or beautification project. 

Contests 

Recycle Rally is a contest between 
schools.  Schools that collect the most    
recyclable items are awarded cash prizes 
as well as a check from the recycler for the 
items recycled during the contest. 

The Environmental Calendar Contest is  
designed to raise awareness.  Themes are 
recycling, litter and water conservation.  
Winners are awarded prizes and their 
drawings are used  in the current year    
calendars. 

The Recycled Sculpture Contest is a    
creative way for students to explore uses 
for recyclable materials.  Sculptures are 
judged on originality and number of         
recyclable items used. 

The Keep Montgomery County Beautiful 
Poetry Contest promotes litter awareness 
among students while encouraging literary 
creativity.  Entries are judged by grade on 
theme usage, creativity, style, punctuation, 
spelling and neatness. 
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Each year in August, a Litter Index is completed in 174 areas within Montgomery County as part of 
the Keep Montgomery County Beautiful annual report to Keep America Beautiful.  The areas are 
normally stretches of road extending several blocks. Teams of assessors will drive each area        
observing the amount of litter in the curb area, sidewalks, easements, alleys and on private and  
public property.  A score, relating to the amount of litter, is given to each area and results are 
summed by jurisdiction. The 2009 Montgomery County Litter Index is 1.48, down slightly from 1.56 
in 2008.  A score of one indicates “no litter” while a score of two indicates “slight litter”,  three is 
“littered” and four is “extremely littered.” The  Litter Index helps Keep Montgomery County Beautiful 
know where to focus litter prevention and awareness efforts.  For more information and the Litter  
Index scores for cities, villages and townships visit www.mcswd.org/Community/
litter_index_results.htm.
